CHAPTER 1.

Tntroduction.

THE twelve signs of the Zodiac have always
been supposed to represent the physical frame-
work of man.

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CHAPTER 1II. -

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 CHAPTER IIL.
Questions and Enswers,

The age of Interrogation has been a long
one We have now come to the period of
Response. Time will reveal every truth to
posterity.

Questions imply answers. Every Why holds
a Because. That answers are long in coming
does not prove that there are no answers. The
little child demands reasons for things which his
elders cannot give him. But the fact that the
child is able to formulate these questions shows
conclusively that the answers are not only in
existence, but that he, as the seeker for this
knowledge, will some time be able to answer
them for himself.

That the hidden forces of the universe are
more potent than those we can see and handle
is a fact that the world is now beginning to
accept. We have asked questions without
hope of answer. Now we ask, and know that
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we shall receive as soon as we are willing to
let go of Error and let in the Truth.

In our ignorance we have scorned the invisi-
ble and latent, and measured the universe by
our five circumscribed senses. Ignorance shuts
its eyes and declares itself to be right, while it
is the primary source of human misery. The
late tremendous progress in electrical science
has been a great forcein awakening the minds
of the people to the realization of hidden or
occult power, and it has also helped to prove
the truth of the Christ statement that ¢ there
is nothing hidden which shall not be revealed.”

The Moon is the only planet in the heavens
which has been generally credited with exert-
ing an influence upon the Earth, and, in the
minds of most people, this influence has been
confined to the tides. Itisa commentary upon
the intelligence of the average man and
woman when the Moon, the feeblest of our
luminaries, is selected as the only planet which
has any relation to the Earth. These people

will tell us that they know the effect of the
Moon upon tides, and in the same breath will
disclaim any belief in the power of other plan-
ets, which are to the Moon as the light of the
Sun to a tallow candle. The light of the Moon
is like the sunlight on the face of a corpse,
and the power credited to it is a borrowed
power, belonging of right to the Sun.

We have passed from the age of Questions
and come to the age of Answers, and though
we still know very little concerning the hidden
or occult forces of the universe, we are learn-
ing something new every day, among which
valuable information we may place the recent
discovery of our previous utter ignorance of
causes, and our arrogance and dogmatism in
denying the powers which we were not able to
test by means of our physical senses.

Truth is often too simple for us, and we do
not like those who unmask our illusions; but
the day has dawned, the clouds of ignorance
are rolling away, and the response to the de-
sire for knowledge is coming just as rapidly as
the human soul is ready to receive it.
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CHAPTER 1IV.
Disease,

PERHAPS there is no term in use by meta-
physicians that provokes so much ridicule
from those not in sympathy with the science
of mind as THE RACE THOUGHT. To be told
in a time of suffering, when the immediate
cause is not apparent, that the unhappy con-
ditions are attributable to the thought of dis-
ease abroad in the world is to most people a
confession of weakness on the part of these
philcsophers and healers. But let us consider
this matter a moment, and turn to the Zodiac
for an illustration of this point.

When the astronomers and astrologers of old
placed what is called THE GRAND MAN in the
centre of a circle, ranging about him the twelve
signs of the Zodiac, each one, from Aries to
Pisces, was made to point to the weak or vul-
nerable parts of the body. Look in any of the
almanacs, and Taurus will be seen directing at-
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tention to the neck, Gemini to the arms, Leo
to the heart, and so on. When we think that
this picture has endured for ages, and call to
mind that our grandmothers and great-grand-
mothers, although ignorant of the most vital
and vitalizing principles of the cult, placed im-
plicit confidence in the influence of these signs
upon life and health, we shall be able to ap-
proximate at least to a partial comprehension
of what is claimed for the RACE THOUGHT.

The ancient astrologers and scientists doubt-
less knew and taught that this tendency to dis-
ease had no reference to the regenerate man;
that it was a condition which could influence
only the person who lived exclusively in the
natural and external, and in the belief of the
supremacy of matter over mind. The regen-
erate man, or the divine human, knows that
mind is the supreme master, and matter the
obedient servant. So it comes to pass that the
dangers pointed out by the Zodiacial signs are
true as regards man in an animal condition,
and absolutely false as regards man in a spir-
itual state.
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This explanation is vitally necessary, because
the author is under an obligation to her con-
science never unnecessarily to call attention to
disease.

Knowing that the body is what the mind
makes it, and that of itself it is of no more ac-
count than a clod of dirt, it does not seem an
honest thing to mention man’s susceptibility
to sickness without a presentation of the other
and true side of the case.

The spiritual man has no master but God,
and his mediator is the essential Christ, embod-
ied in his own bosom.
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CHAPTER V.
Development,

TrE threefold division of man’s constitu-
tion, as illustrated in the twelve signs of the
Zodiac, has long been known as triune in its
nature, such as spirit, soul, and body, corre-
spondential in their relationship of father,
mother, and son, and, according to the Her-
metic philosophers, objective, subjective, and
passive, or sleeping—the state of inertia.

The corporeal nature or animal soul of man
is formed in the life of the physical body;
hence man has his natural animal soul from
the life of the objective natural man and of
the human body, formed by man himself. The
spiritual soul, or the Divine human, is the im-
mortal individuality, which is formed by the
Divine breath, Spirit, the Holy Ghost—essential
soul-action from God, the life-principle of the
universe in its localized and physical manifes-
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tation. There is no such thing as chance in
natural and spiritual law. Every man and
woman has a spiritual mission somewhere along
life’s journey, and it is for this mission God
has created each individual.

From the glowing and the growing of the
spiritual or immortal soul springs individual-
ity. From the reason, mind, and will of the
physical and corporeal man, and from the de-
sires, appetites, and phantasies .of the natural
animal man, arise all the strifes in a human
being. Hence men claim ‘“life is a warfare’;
and so it is—a strife of the immortal soul to
ripen out, and of the spiritual principle to illu-
minate the man; a strife of the rational or in-
tellectual human will, which becomes dogmatic,
often intolerant; a strife of the animal man, ’
with his desires, ambitions, and appetites. Life
is motion and action. Not to do isdeath. Life
is kindled ouly by life, and, like the waters of
the sea, freshens only when it ascends to heaven.

There is a natural mind and will, which are
driven and tossed about by the planetary storms
and solar fluids. This mind is distinguished
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from the intellectual reasoning principle, for
there is a mind more interior than the animal
mind, which is the human understanding .
through reason and experience. This is also
quickened by the solar fluids or planetary ac-
tion, for it is the genius of the natural man.
And there is a still more interior mind, the
spiritual, which is absolute over all earthly or
planetary conditions, which glows and contin-
ues to ripen the divine human into celestial
man, whose finality is angelhood.
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CHAPTER VI,
H Wlarning.

THE alleged influence of some of the signs is
certainly more powerful and more difficult to
overcome than others. Signs that are gov-
erned by the Sun and Saturn are particularly
hard, but right here let it be emphatically
stated that neither Zodiacal Signs nor planets
have the slightest power over the spiritualized
man or woman, spirit being absolute over all
matter. The stars may influence us, but God
rules the stars, and when man recognizes God
in himself, he can be dominated no longer by
anything apart from God. It is the habit of
some students to complain of their signs and
planets, and in some cases rather to look down
upon their neighbors who have more to contend
with in this matter of overcoming natural
faults. But this is unwise, because the more
there is of outward conditions to work out of
the greater the credit.
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The student in this science is soon convinced
that there is no delusion about it, and after a
little practice the careful observer can calculate
with almost unerring fidelity the domains of
his friends and acquaintances by their general
conduct and habits. The people who belong in
the fiery triplicity, for instance, are as different
from those who belong in the watery triplicity
as fire is different from water; the air people
are entirely unlike the earth folks, and so on.

When a marked difference really exists be-
. tween two persons born the same day, the intelli- .
gent observer and student will immediately set
about comparing the environments, always re-
membering that education is a most potent force
in the evolution of the race. Take the hard-
working washerwoman, for instance, whose
life from birth has been a struggle for the bare
necessities of life, and the educated and pro-
tected wife and mother, who were born under
the same sign. They may not appear to have
any traits in common, but if the matter is looked
into they will be found alike in fundamental
characteristics. Take those, again, who are on
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the same plane of social and intellectual life.
One may show the selfishness or the quick
temper that belongs to her sign, the other may
appear quite thoughtless of self and as gentle
as a summer breeze. The last has probably
conquered the disagreeable and hindering
qualities, while the former has allowed them
to conquer her.

If radical differences do really obtain, they
can be explained by the governing planets; but
these differences, comparatively speaking, are
few.

The CQusp.

Those who draw their first breath when one
sign is giving place to another are said to be-
long on the Cusp, and so partake of the char-
acteristics of both signs. This may be an ad-
vantage or a disadvantage, according to the
harmony or inharmony of the signs. Six
days in a sign is said to constitute a residence,
but anything less than this time endows one
with some of the qualities of the preceding

sign.
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CHAPTER VII.

Marriage.
CONSIDERED WITH REFERENCE TO DOMAINS.

If the people born in these domains—Fire,
Earth, Air, and Water—do really embody the
qualities of their triplicities, it must be plain
to the thoughtful student that the cause of
many an unhappy marriage can be traced to
the attempted union of uncongenial elements.
This has always been ascribed as a reason,
though until recently very vague notions have
been held in regard to the causes of such un-
congeniality.

Everybody has speculated and wondered at
the quarrels and separations of the most ex-
cellent people considered individually, men and
women who outside of the marital relation were
the corner-stones of social and religious life.
United, they were little short of demons.
“It is a shame and a disgrace,” has been said,
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“that those folks cannot get along together,
and they certainly are not what they seemed to
be before marriage, nor what they now appear
to be when they are apart.”

All can call to mind example after example
of such domestic infelicity, and so alarmingly
frequent is this mismating that long ago mar-
riage was called “a lottery,” and more lately
pronounced a “failure.”

We have spoken of magnetic attraction
and repulsion with very little idea of what we
were talking about. We have witnessed the
most crucial suffering of married people, for
which neither wife nor husband could ascribe
any ‘adequate cause. We have observed the
quick repulsions which have taken place after
marriage, and which grew into unendurable
hatred. We have seen the constant wife
broken-hearted because of her husband’s in-
constancy, and faithful, noble husbands made
miserable by their wives’ extravagance, selfish-
ness, and dishonor. But that there was a sci-
entific explanation of such conditions has not
been understood until lately. If this explana-
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tion is found in the Zodiacal Domains, we must
logically find in these domains the prevention
of marital misery. If, for instance, one born
under the head of a certain triplicity—we will
take Aries, the head of the Fire—understands
that it is unwise to marry one born under the
head of another triplicity, and will carefully
look into the reasons, a great deal of trouble
will besaved. If, however, these persons have
learned to control themselves and live above
the influences of selfishness, anger, prejudice,
envy, or whatever faults may belong to their
signs, and the peculiarities of their do-
mains, they are safe. Humanly considered,
the heads of the triplicities are prone to domina-
tion, and when both husband and wife are de-
termined to govern, harmony is an utter im-
possibility. Out of such a condition springs
everything that is mischievous and cramping
to the soul.

Persons born in the domains of Fire and
‘Water should not marry unless there has been
a thorough spiritualizing process. Water will
put out fire, but fire can have little effect upon
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water. Marriage in these domains means usu-
ally splutter and spatter, hiss and steam.

Fire and earth get along better together.
The earth is cold, and likes and needs the vital-
izing and vivifying flame, and fire likes to give
of itself. Still, the greatest care is necessary
even here, because fire is impetuous and domi-
nant, and we may add domineering, and ex-
pects a quick response, which the earth is not
always ready to give. Those who think of
uniting these domains in marriage should care-
fully investigate the signs under which they
were born, and conscientiously examine them-
selves in relation to their adaptability to the
new residence which they are expected to enter.
The glamour of courtship is not always a safe
light.

Fire and air are not always congenial ele-
ments. They have the same inspirational desires
and aspirations, but they are both volatile, and
sometimes the natural independence of air, as
well as its scattering qualities, prevents it from
coming satisfactorily under the influences of

fire. Persons from these domains make good

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comrades and neighbors, and are splendid
workers in all reform movements. Marriage is
advised between certain signs in these do-
mains, and the information will be found in
the proper place.

Earth and Air are not partlcularly congenial
elements. Earth takes Air as a matter of
course, and Air is apt to feel its superiority as
the breath of life.

Earth and Water mingle fairly. Mud is
sometimes the result, but still it must be re-
membered that water moulds the earth. From
the blending of these elements spring all the
things that minister to our necessities and
make the face of the earth beautiful.

Air and Water are always more or less hos-
tile elements in the marital relation. "Air
people scatter, and Water people are restless.
Théy have no more affinity for each other
than a robin and a goldfish, an eagle and a
whale. This, like all the rest, applies to the
average undeveloped human being.

The wise reader will look into these matters
and decide whether these deductions are mere
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theories or the truths of a great natural law.
He will bring his reason to bear upon the char-
acteristics of the domains, and by a simple proc-
ess of intelligence will be able to decide upon
their blending qualities. Good common sense
and observation will be sufficient to prove the
truth or the fallacy of the claims made for
these domains, though scientific accuracy is
very desirable because overwhelmingly con-
vincing.

The motto of those who find in the Zodiacal
science the explanation of their domestic in-
felicity should be ‘“Blessed is he who over-
cometh.”

If one born under Aries, the head of the Fire
triplicity, finds that he or she is married to one
born under Cancer, the head of the Water
triplicity, and through this knowledge can ac-
count for the inharmony which sometimes pre-
vails, such information should be a grand
assistance instead of a matter of discourage-
ment, because when a cause is understood a
remedy can usually be found.

With such understanding, it is possible for
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married people to become more to each other
instead of growing farther apart, and this
beautiful process can be accomplished by a
careful study of self and a determination to
overcome the obstacles which have prevented
happiness.



THE FIRE TRIPLICITY.

ARIES—LEO—SAGITTARIUS.

THE RAM.

HEAD SIGN OF THE FIRE TRIPLICITY.
March 21 to April 19.

_ This is the head sign of the Grand Man, or Microcosm.
It is a cardinal, masculine, equinoctial, and movable sign,
the positive pole of the Fire Triplicity, governing the head
and face, the higher attributes being intuition and reason.
The Sun enters the sign each year on or about the 21st of
March, and departs from it on or about the 19th of April.
The Sun on entering the sign should be given rix days
before coming into full touch and action with the influ-
ence of thesign. A person born between the dates of the 21st
and 27th of March would not receive the full results of
the sign’s individuality, as he would be born when the
Sun was on the edge of the sign. This is known as the
Cusp, and its nature and impulses partake of the sign the
Sun has just passed through and out from, and the nature
will also partake of the attributes of the sign of the Zodiac
in which the Moon is located at the time of birth.

ARIES is called the sign of sacrifice. People
born under Aries are usually very executive,
earnest, and determined. They accomplish
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what they resolve to do against all opposition.
They are leaders, and naturally dominate
those about them. They are noble, generous,
magnetic, progressive, and have occult power
and metaphysical tastes. They are good.
scholars, are bright, genial, witty, and great
talkers. They can always lead the conversa-
tion into new and interesting paths, and
are never at a loss to provide entertainment.
The genius of this sign is intuition, and silent
electro-magnetic power by means of the hands.
These people are large and true, but are apt to
be children of caprice, which has a sad effect
upon their destiny. They reach their highest
attainment through knowledge and the regen-
erative love-action of the heart. They love
beauty, order, harmony, and elegant surround-
ings. They should not be circumscribed when
giving out their true work of genius. If these
people are born when the Sun is well centred
in Aries, they may attain the rhythmic swing
of their regenerative centres, and there arises
an electro-magnetic solar fluid which is so
powerful that it can be cast to a great dis-
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tance; in fact, there is only one other sign so
strong in this direction, and that is Aquarius.

It is almost impossible to hide anything from
an Aries individual who has recognized his or
her power of intuition, and for this reason those
born under this sign develop quickly the gifts
of the spirit. They are often excellent psycho-
metrists, mind-readers, and spiritual comfort-
ers. They understand without words the espe-
cial trouble that is weighing upon the heart of a
friend, and are frequently able to explain its
cause and banish itseffects. Their wills are so
dominant, their sympathies so quick and kindly,
and their clairvoyant power so marked, that
they rarely ever fail in their work of minister-
ing to the sorrowful. Sometimes their great re-
gard for their friends will apparently blind
them to their friends’ faults, but it is doubtful
if those born under this sign are ever really un-
aware of such weaknesses. It is a rare excep-
tion, however, when they will admit them to
others, although they are not usually reticent
in speaking of the failings and eccentricities of
those to whom they feel no necessity of loyalty.
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The Aries male will never back out of a fight.
Although he will not foolishly seek one, if
compelled he will go in to win, and is always
much disappointed if his side is beaten.

The Aries woman is not far behind her
brother. Her friends, her favorites, are all in
all, and the person who places them at a dis-
advantage will be dealt with in language that
cannot easily be misconstrued.

The traits of Aries people often seem to con-
tradict each other. They are not born patient,
but with those they love they are sometimes
patient to stupidity. They will give of their
money to those who are too lazy to work for
themselves, and will accept excuses and ex-
planations with apparent credulity, although
they are seldom deceived.

The executive ability of those born under this
sign is so marked that they occasionally come
to grief from an overestimate of it. They be-
come inflated with success, and this develops a
recklessness which leads to loss and disaster,
and often to nervous prostration.

The tendency with most of the Aries teach-
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ers, speakers, and writers is to give up every-
thing to their work, and so sacrifice health and
usefulness, and spoil their beautiful inspira-
tional powers. Many fine descriptive writers,
novelists, and poets are found in this sign, and
many excellent teachers.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE.

The Aries person is usually spare, strong,
tall, quick, and sharp of sight, of oval face and
swarthy complexion, with large shoulders.

There are really two distinct personalities
born under the sign Aries; those who are
short, and those who are tall and broad-shoul-
dered. The former are much under the influ-
ence of the Moon and the planet Mars at the
time of birth, and partake somewhat of the
characteristics of the signs these two planets
were in. These persons are quite changeable,
quick-tempered, cannot bear to be contradicted,
and resent being told of their faults. If they
are not permitted to do their work in their
own way they get into confusion, and very
likely lose all interest in the subject. Their
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stubbornness is the result of the intensity of
their natures, and more of an appearance than
a reality. These persons are usually very for-
tunate in business and money-getting.

The Aries people who are tall and broad-
shouldered are more silent, with a deep spirit-
ual nature, and great occult power if they
choose to develop it. They are very generous,
and distinguished for their good works, but are
not so fortunate in worldly affairs as those
above alluded to.

COMPANIONS.

They will find their best companionship and
the most genial friends with those born under
Sagittarius, and next with those in their own
sign.

FAULTS.

The dominant faults of persons born in this
sign are selfishness, anger, and impetuosity.
They are also whimsical, capricious and fickle
to the last degree. They do not easily forgive
their enemies, although they are rarely tempted
to seek revenge for their wrongs. They will
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die fighting for a friend or a principle, but
they will not yield a point until obliged to.
These people do not like details. They are
fond of planning, and are usually possessed of
good taste and judgment. Women born in
Aries are impatient of long seams, or the
finishing-off or filling-in processes. They see
how a thing looks at the start, and expect
somebody else to do the work. The tendency
of these people is to stifle their inspirations
through externality and selfishness—inordin-
ate selfishness, of which they are often entirely
unconscious, and a propensity to talk of them-
selves, which earns for them oftentimes the
reputation of egotists. The female destroys
her best talents through jealousy, and the
male through anger and quick temper. They
are noted for what would be called lost oppor-
tunities.
DISEASES.

The diseases most likely to attack the people
born under Aries are headache, affections of
the eyes, stomach troubles, and paralysis.

All these ailments and every other known to
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man can be entirely dominated, forever cast
out, by those who realize that mind ts the
master and body the servant of mind.

MODE OF GROWTH.

As Aries people are usually very sure that
their conclusions and criticisms are unassaila-
ble, they should keep a strict count of the times
when facts prove them to be wrong. They
will find themselves frequently mistaken.
They should put a bridle on their tongues, and
learn to join in a conversation in a temperate
manner, and not to assume the whole respon-
sibility of it. They should learn to avoid rep-
etition, and to understand that a strong state-
ment once made is always weakened by a sec-
ond one. They should practise silence, and
spend some time each day alone. Any process
that will restrain the action of the tongue and
the determination to govern everybody and
everything will be found wholesome and legiti-
mate.

Their natural impetuosity often leads them
into serious blunders, and these complications
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are entirely unnecessary, because, if those born
under this sign will be led by their own unin-
fluenced, unmeddled-with intuitions, they will
see and do the right. They should come to
their conclusions when alone, and learn to place
a proper value on the genius of their sign.

These people need no stimulants, and they
should eat plain, nourishing food with regu-
larity. They should not surrender themselves,
body and soul, to their friends and their pur-
suits, but learn to listen, wait, and expect the
higher revelations of life and truth, which are
theirs to command.

MARRIAGES,

The most harmonious domestic life is found
when an Aries and a Sagittarius person are
united. The offspring will be strong physically,
bright intellectually, and of a superior nature.
The marriage of an Aries person with one in
the same sign is usually harmonious, but the
children are not so strong physically, and will
not show so much talent. When united with
those born under other signs, the domestic life
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will be at best only a compromise, with few
and perhaps no children.

These conditions depend much upon whether
the contracting parties are on the same plane
of material and social life.

GOVERNMENT OF CHILDREN.

The children born under thissign should not
be driven, teased, or in any way hurt or abused.
They can be readily controlled if they are al-
lowed to do their little tasks in their own way.
When they are wrong or angry, kindly ask
permission to help them; if they refuse, do not
persist, and do not scold, but await opportu-
nity; when it offers, kindly reason with them.
Love is the conqueror of all born under this
sign. They should be kept as free from excite-
ment as possible. Both young and old require
much sleep, and they should occupy large
rooms with plenty of fresh air.

The natural individuality of these children
should be recognized, and very tactfully dealt
with. Great discretion is necessary in the use
of praise or commendation. They require the
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stimulus of ready appreciation, but it should
never be given by comparison with others to
the disadvantage of the latter. They are apt
to think too much and talk too much of them-
selves, and so it is always judicious to hold up
other children as examples in well-doing.

THE LION.

MIDDLE SIGN OF THE FIRE TRIPLICITY.
July 22 to August 22,

This is the heart of the Grand Man or Microcosm. It is
& masculine, commanding, fixed, choleric, fiery, changea-
ble, northern sign of the Zodiac, the middle point of the
magnet of the Fire Triplicity. It governs the heart and
blood of life, the higher attributes being belief and self-
control. The Sun enters the sign Leo on or about the 22d
of July each year, and departs from -the sign on or about
the 22d of August. It takes six days for the Sun to come
into full touch and action with the sign. Therefore, a per-
son born between the dates of the 22d and the 28th of July
would not receive the full central results of the sign’s in-
dividuality, as this person would be born on the edge of
the Zodiac, which is known as the Cusp. Its impulses
partake of the sign the Sun has just passed through and
out from. The native thus born will partake much of the
attributes of the sign of the Zodiac, wherein the Moon was
located at the time of birth.

THE people born under this sign are kind-
hearted, generous, sympathetic, and magnetic.
They make good nurses when in full sympathy
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with the patient. They are emotional, very
intuitive, and are generally able by means
of this power to escape the consequences of
their actions. Leo people are fine conversa-
tionalists, excelling in repartee, and are the
best of story-tellers. They always make a
point, and always see the point.

‘When the true individuality of Leo holds
sway, these people have a noble ideal, with a
loyal love, confident, pure, and abundant.
Having minds of the practical, philosophical,
and spiritual combined —a triunity—they radi-
ate a luminous substance, which makes them
a most powerful people for good, with a marked
ability to inspire others.

Under such conditions they have the most
remarkable power in moulding public opinion,
and in swaying great audiences. In fact, the
truly awakened Leo men and women are invin-
cible if they will learn the pathway of silence.

Leo people have a great love for their own,
and will not yield to advice or dictation in the
management of their children. Leo women
who have been looked upon as angels in the
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neighborhood will sometimes show an astonish-
ing ferocity if their children are hurt or re-
proved. A fault found with them, a com-
plaint made by a teacher or a friend, will arouse
these mothers to the highest pitch of passion-
ate excitement. The motto of the Leo woman
is “Love me, love my dog.” The natural in-
tuition of these people is very great, and this
talent is sometimes so constantly exercised that
it leads to deep-seated aversion and prejudice.
They have been right in their estimates of
people six times out of ten, therefore they must
be right ten timesout of ten. Argument is of
no use under such conditions. In fact, it is
well to let the Leo person enjoy his opinions
without interference. The balance of happi-
ness for the rest of the family is usually to be
found in that method.

Those born under this sign are in some re-
spects near of kin to those who come under the
head of the same triplicity. They would rather
plan than work, and they are by no means fond
of details. They are sometimes very lazy, and,
like the cat, are fond of basking in the sun and
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dozing in the chimney corner. They are fond
of all creature and home comforts. The men
usually know where the best markets are to be
found, and have a real genius in catering for
the table. The women have the same talent
in selecting, and among them are found our
most inspirational cooks.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE.

Usually persons born under this sign have a
strong wiry body, not over tall, but well propor-
tioned, broad shoulders, round head, withlight
or ruddy complexions, strong, deep voice, and
large eyes, and are often under a peculiar spir-
itual influx.

COMPANIONS.
Companionships and true genial friends for
Leo people will usually be found first among
f Sagittarius people, next among those born
under Libra, or under Aries.

FAULTS.

The faults of these people are most marked.
Many of them are cunning, tricky, natural
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prevaricators, and chronic borrowers. They
are hot-headed, impetuous, fiery, and passion-
ate. They are easily attracted by the opposite
sex, and are not usually distinguished for con-
stancy. They take quick prejudices, but are
sometimes more correct in their estimate of peo-
ple than their cooler-headed and more passive
neighbors. There are occasional liars to be
found in this sign, and like the cat some of them
will appropriate that which is not given them.

Leo is the only sign in the Zodiac that is gov-
erned by the Sun, and to this solar influence
is ascribed the passion and impetuosity of those
who come under it. These faults are some-
what modified in Leo women, proving the
truth of what has been previously stated, that
training and environment have their influence
upon the mighty planetary forces. Our girls
are more sheltered and carefully educated than
our boys; they cannot give rein to their natu-
ral impulses, and so learn to dominate them.
But a Leo woman who has not thus controlled
herself will be apt to go even fartherin duplic-
ity and appetite than a Leo man. 'When these
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faults are overcome, there is mno better,

stronger, or more helpful person among all
the signs of the Zodiac.

DISEASES.

The diseases to which Leo people are liable
arise from weakness of lungs, heart troubles,
violent fevers, back and kidney troubles, which
any long-continued despondency will greatly
increase.

All these atlments and every other known to
man can be entirely dominated, forever cast
out, by those who realize that mind s the
master and body the servant of mind.

MODE OF GROWTH.

The spiritual evolution of the Leo character
is by cool and passive contemplation and si-
lence. They should ever bear in mind that
their governing planet is the Sun, and that
true growth can be attained only by a combi-
nation of heat and cold, light and shadow.
Their best discipline seems to come from suf-
fering, loss, and sickness, through which they
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learn the futility of deception and passion.
Every Leo individual should be sure to set apart
some moments each day for silence and re-
pose; also periods of absolute solitude. Only
in this way can true polarity be obtained.

The greatest pains should be taken by those
born under this sign to discriminate between
natural intuition, which is theirs to a remarka-
ble degree, and the abuse of this native genius,
which degenerates into a mean and hurtful
prejudice. They should try to see that this
latter trait of character is a positive hindrance
to their own growth, because hurtful to others.

The reader must remember that usually the
happrest results arise in marriage where social
and tniellectual equality exists.

GOVERNMENT OF CHILDREN.

Children who are born when the Sun is well
centred in Leo should be most carefully
guarded, on account of having fine sensitive
natures, with a strong emotional impulse
to imitate others. They are very apt to
lack individuality. Special instruction should
be given to teach self-control in all animal
and sex functions. Without a strong hand
and proper education, these children are very
apt to partake of many vices and evils which
lead to paralysis, consumption, or insanity.
A great responsibility rests upon parents and
‘guardians who have the charge of these
young people. Leo children are quick to
observe any duplicity or inconsistency on the

The minds of these sen-
sitive and talented children should be kept busy
with simple, wholesome, and amusing tasks.
There can be no harmonious development of a
child born under this fiery and impulsive sign
without constant and varied amusement.

LAST SIGN OF THE FIRE TRIPLICITY.
November 22 to December 21.

This sign governs the thighs of the Grand Man, or Micro-
cosm. It is a masculine, diurnal, eastern, double-bodied,
speaking, choleric, dual, fortunate sign of the Zodiac, the

negative pole of the Fire Triplicity, governing the thighs, -

hips, and the motor nerve system. The higher attributes
are love and introspection. The Sun enters the sign Sagit-
tarius on or about the 22d of November, and departs from
it on or about the 21st of December of each year. The Sun,
just entering the sign, should be given six days before
coming into full touch and action with the influence of the
sign. Therefore a person born between the dates of the 22d
and 28th of November would not receive the full central re-
sults of the sign’s individuality, as he would be born vghen
the Sun was on the edge of the sign. This is known as the
Cusp, and its nature and impulses partake of thesign the
Sun has just passed through and out from, and the native
will also partake of the attributes of the sign of the Zodiac
in which the Moon is located at the time of birth.

THE people born under this sign usually aim
well and hit the mark in all matters. Because

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of this characteristic they are prophetic, and
can tell the outcome of almost any enterprise
from its inception. They rarely make mistakes
when they follow their own inspirations, but
are sure to be led astray if they rely upon the
advice of others. Sagittarius people are born
busy, and keep busy under all circumstances.
They are distinguished for minding their own
business and keeping their own secrets. They
do not trouble their neighbors’ affairs, but are
~ exceedingly active in their own. They always
want to finish one thing before they begin an-
other, and are as remarkable for their careful-
ness in detail as are the Aries people for care-
lessness or inability. These people .are enter-
prising, progressive, and far-seeing, always
courageous in an emergency, but frequently
timid and afraid when there is no need for
action or quick thought. An emergency is an
inspiration. They are neat and orderly, and
very careful in money matters, saving, but not
penurious. It is seldom that you find a Sag-
ittarius man or woman without money. Their
talents are varied, and they can earn a dollar
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while others are deploring the need of one.
The women are fine housekeepers, excellent
wives, and usually judicious mothers. They
have a great love for children and animals.
This is also a musical sign, and an occult sign,
as those under its influence naturally turn to
the spiritual side of life and make the most
useful teachers.

These people see things entirely different
from the rest of humanity. Belonging to the
realm of prophecy, they are also naturally clair-
voyant and clairaudient. They hear words
and see visions that the world knows not of.
Their minds reach out far beyond the present,
- and so it comes to pass that a Sagittarius per-
son is often accused of fabrication. These peo-
ple always mean to tell the truth. All Sagit-
tarius people are of one thought and one idea
at a time. More than one thing on their hands
at the same time distresses them. They are
very decided in everything they do. They
frequently jump at conclusions before properly
weighing by calm reason the full consequences
and difficulties, but being very hopeful, they
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often overcome very great obstacles. They are
quick to foresee events, even to small things;
are very hpt to speak out their own conclusions
and feel sure they are right, and hence often
make enemies, for people do not usually wish
to be told the truth in plain words. Almost all
of these people are very blunt and outspoken
for what they feel is true, but right and truth
wrong no man. There is a power about them
that makes their words strike home, even
though the persons addressed are unwilling to
admit their correctness. When these words
are entirely free from anger and resentment,
they compel attention and often reformation;
but the impetuousity of those born under this
sign is very apt to dim or spoil the effect of
the truth.

Sagittarius people are very apt to be misun-
derstood. They see so clearly, think so quickly,
and because of this natural intuition are so
sure of being correct, that they very often
strike squarely against the opinions and preju-
dices of those about them. This leads to dis-
cussion, unrest, and perhaps serious quarrels.
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They cannot bear to see suffering. The first
impulse is to relieve it, and they spare neither
time, money, nor strength in this work. This
labor is always one of the heart, but strange
to say it is usually repaid with ingratitude.

This is the cause of great
sorrow and bitterness, and wounds so deeply
as to almost paralyze all effort and all desire
to be of use.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE.

These people have very expressive eyes, and
are fine looking; they have jovial dispositions,
and are fearless and daring when doing duty,
or living upon a principle. The silent ones are
usually quite tall and slender. The active
ones are more robust and are very graceful,
being swift in all their movements.

COMPANIONS.
These people will find their best friends
among Aries, Sagittarius, Aquarius, and Libra
people.
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FAULTS.

People born in this sign have a tendency to
fly all to pieces over a small matter, are quick
to anger, but quickly over it, combative, and
determined to have their own way. As ene-
mies Sagittarius people go to extremes. They
may forgive, and treat the one who has in-
jured them with kindness, but they do not for-
get. They are unreasonable in their desire to
help those they love, and are zealous and over-
sanguine in whatever they undertake. They
are unwilling to wait for proper times and sea-
sons, and desire to rush through every piece of
work as soon as it presents itself. An unfin-
ished task is an intolerable affliction; therefore
Sagittarius people, especially the women, are
likely to sacrifice health and good nature in
their determination to finish what they com-
mence.

This alertness and incessant industry fre-
quently causes trouble in the family. Those
born under less active signs cannot see how it
is pos:ible for one to be forever busy. Some-
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times these workers are very fond of their
achievements and are exceedingly unhappy
and disappointed if their labors are not properly
appreciated. The Sagittarius person who has
had no training in governing the faults of his
sign, always aims in his anger at the vulnerable
spot of his enemy and is reasonably sure to hit
it. Such a one when angered is very cruel.

These people expect too much of others.
They are quick to observe, to plan and to do,
and they make small allowance for those who
are less gifted in such practical respects. Un-
til they have learned self-control they are apt
to be very exacting and domineering.

DISEASES.

The diseases most likely to attack these peo-
ple are weakness of the lungs, rheumatism,
and stomach troubles.

All these ailments and every other kmown
to man can be entirely dominated, forever cast
out, by those who realize that mind is the
master and body the servant of mind.
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MODE OF GROWTH

As the lot of those born under this sign is to
be misunderstood, it is best for them to have
very few confidential friends. They should
cultivate calmness and repose, and think well
and in silence before deciding any important
question. They should not be governed by
impulse in any charitable work. They should
strive to find their reward for service in the
unselfish motive which prompted it, and ex-
pect neither gratitude nor appreciation from
any source but their own consciences. This is
a hard battle, but blessed indeed are those who
conquer.

The bluntness of Sagittarius people is the
cause of much unnecessary suffering to others,
and they must not excuse themselves because
of the truth of their words. They should
learn to be gentle in speech, and to give out
the truth with discrimination. They should
teach themselves not only to forgive but to
forget ingratitude. Ingratitude is often re-
turned for unselfish service, but they should not
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be disheartened. They should do good to all
and pass on, realizing that God understands.

MARRIAGE.

As has been stated, a harmonious domestic
life will be obtained by the union of a Sagit-
tarius and an Aries person. The offspring will
be intellectually bright, of marked genius, and
usually robust. Sagittarius and Aquarius
people have been knbwn to unite well in mar-
riage, though trouble often comes through the
coldness and lack of responsiveness of the
Aquarius mate. The union of Sagittarius and
Sagittarius is usually harmonious; the off-
spring will be bright and quick, but not quite
so strong as the offspring of Aries and Sagit-
tarius.

These people should be very careful in mar-
rying, as serious troubles are apt to occur from
uncongenial unions. They despise all licen-
tiousness, being naturally pure in thought and
intention. Their demand for purity and indi-
viduality in married life often causes great in-
harmony. These people are all very strong
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- and loyal in their love relations, but when they
are deceived or ill-treated it is apt to embitter
their future happiness. The women become
silent and hopeless, while the men are likely
to indulge in drink or reckless despondency.
A Sagittarius woman is apt to avenge a prof-
fered insult with a blow. The Archer never
wastes the ammunition of words upon such
cases. :

They are happy and unhappy, satisfied and
dissatisfied at the same time. They are in
love and not in love; warm and cold in one
breath. The Gemini people do not fly quite
so high as the other denizens of the Air
Triplicity, because the twins are not always
agreed upon the destination.

These people
are not usually successful wage-earners, and
frequently give away as fast as they can earn.
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They have very strong religious natures, and
are often found among church members. A
creed is of great importance to their happiness,
and yet they rarely place implicit confidence
in any theological system, though they will
stoutly defend the one they have appeared to
espouse. Gemini people have a great respect
for religious teachers, and are sometimes very
timid and apprehensive about thinking for
themselves. This is attributable to the neces-
sity they feel for something to lean upon, and
the small opinion they have of their own abil-
ity to decide questions of moment.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE.
Those born under this sign are usually well
formed, of dark hair and bright complexion,
with a sharp quick eye, usually of hazel color.

COMPANIONS.

For true friends and companionship, Gem-
ini individuals will find the best results with
calm, quiet, and reserved people, first those
born under Aquarius and those from Virgo.

FAULTS.

The faults of persons born under this sign
are a scattering of force and great unrest.
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They are natural complainers and growlers,
and imagineevil. They are never still, though
a responsibility or a duty will settle these
people with as much alacrity as those born
under other signs. They crave knowledge,
but are exceedingly impatient of methods.
These are the people who most deceive them-
selves. Some of the best public speakers and
lecturers are born under this sign, but they
have attained eminence only by a great strug-
gle for continuity, and by honesty with them-
selves. They have two distinct natures, which
are the Castor and Pollux of Greek mythology,
and are continually crucifying each other.

MIDDLE SIGN OF THE AIR TRIPLICITY.
September 23 to October 23.

This sign governs the loins and reins of the Grand Man,
or Microcosm. It is a cardinal, sanguine, diurnal, mova-
ble, airy, equinoctial, masculine sign of the Zodiac. This
is the great equatorial line of human progression ; the higher
attributes are perception and inspiration. The Sun enters
the sign each year on or about the 23d of September, and
departs from it on or about the 23d of October. The Sun
on entering a sign should be given six days before com-
ing into full touch and action with the influence of the
sign.

The Libra men having had to
seek their own way, and to find their own com-
panions and occupations, early learn to turn
their inspirations and their clairvoyant ability
to financial account, and so become stock brok-
ers and sometimes gamblers. The scales of
Libra tip very easily, and too often one scale
touches bottom with a dead weight, while the
other swings aloft unused and empty. Libra
men are very fascinating, and they are as reck-
less in following out the gratification of their
desires as they are in gambling games and spec-
ulations. This pursuit is not so much sensual
as sensuous, and is more of an eagerness for
new objects of attraction than an impulse of
passion. When overtaken by disaster, they
recover quickly and go to work again with re-
doubled vigor. Their feet never touch the earth
in their calculations and intrigues.

These men are
apt to be very inconstant.

Libra people are psychic collectors of thought,
having the ability to acquire the occult laws of
nature. Possessing the power of perception of
spiritual knowledge, they can reach the high-
est goal of human attainment by bringing their
powers to a centre within the bosom. Those
who recognize the dawning of the life regen-
erate, can acquire the divine and hidden mys-
teries of the ages.
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PERSONAL APPEARANCE.

In physical appearance these people are usu-
ally tall, slender, and well formed, with oval
face, quick enunciation, sometimes shrill voice,
and beautiful eyes.

next, with those born under their own sign;

FAULTS.

MODE OF GROWTH.

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meditation. People born under it are deep
thinkers, natural orators, and teachers. They
are worshippers of infellect, and devotees to
book knowledge. They are insatiable in their
desire for intellectual growth. They are inde-
fatigable workers, and apt to tire quickly be-
cause they usually do several things at a time.

Yet they often let go for a slight reason, or
for no apparent reason. They are invincible to
argument, and cannot be talked out of a thing;

Cancer people who have not given themselves
to the work of development are apt to talk of
the personal self, and this tendency becomes a
habit which grows into disease in mature life.

They are ardent
lovers of home, and have fine oxecutive ability
in its management, and are devoted to their
children.

These are the people who are afraid and
ashamed of poverty, who count their silver,
and hide their gems in stockings, and who are
in constant expectation of burglars.

The mind of the Cancer person is mechan-
ical. The men usually succeed well in manu-
facturing business and active trade of all kinds.
The women are intellectual, are often very
logical writers and speakers, remarkably pro-
gressive in their ideas, and frequently found
among the prime movers in gréat humane en-
terprises.

The Cancer people are very apt to be comfort-
able, happy, and unassailable during the day,
but very unhappy and depressed at night.
They are conscientious about giving advice,
and like to be consulted in important matters.
They are kind in illness and trouble, and de-
voted and efficient when the responsibility rests
upon them. They are very tenacious of their
own and their children’s rights, and very cour-
ageous in defending them. They are fond of
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the beautiful and artistic, and like to be hand-
somely attired. They are neat and orderly and
expect everybody else to be. The Cancer men
are far more constant than the Cancer women.

Cancer
is the only sign of the Zodiac governed by
the Moon, and the changeable qualities of the
people are attributed to its influence.

DISEASES.

The diseases likely to attack these people are
weak digestion and gastric troubles.

These ailments and every other known to
man can be entirely dominated, forever cast
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out, by those who realize that mind is the
master and the body the servant of mind.

_ MODE OF GROWTH.

As these people have great aptitude in learn-
ing new things, they should give themselves to
such study as will Qtrengthen the will and en-
lighten the conscience. Spiritual and meta-
physical subjects should be taken up, and the
substitution of the true for the false, the real-
ity for the sham, should be religiously at
tempted. Women who are fond of their dia-
monds should wear no diamonds; they should
set themselves to the work of cultivating the
inner life by turning their backs upon exter-
nalities and personalities, especially masculine
personalities. They should strive for loyalty,
constancy, nobility in all matters. They
should put a bridle on their tongues, and culti-

MARRIAGE.

Those born under this sign should never

" very easily depleted and made ill.

No pains should be spared to familiarize these
children with the laws of life, and especially
with those governing the sex functions. Es-
pecial care should be given to their diet and
their hours of rest and sleep.

With care and consideration, these children
can be brought to a spiritually harmonious
manhood and womanhood, and, when this is
accomplished, there are no stronger, more bril-
liant, or more useful people than those who
stand at the head of the Water Triplicity.

THE SCORPION.

MIDDLE SIGN OF THE WATER TRIPLICITY.
October 23 to November 22.

Thissign governs the genital organs, the groins, bladder,
and sex functions of the Grand Man, or Microcosm. It is
a fixed, nocturnal, southern, mute sign of the Zodiac.
The higher attributes are attachment, tenacity, and silence.
The Sun enters the sign on or about the 23d of October,
and departs from the sign on or about the 22d of November.
The Sun on entering the sign should be given six days
before coming into full touch and action with the influence
of the sign.

FAULTS.

Three great evils are apt to dominate Scorpio
people when on the animal plane. These are
apger, jealousy, and passion, and if permitted
to hold sway will destroy their integrity and
ruin their lives. This sign is the natural prop-
agative centre, and the unawakened Scorpio
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person is sometimes a monster of lust. The
intense love of praise and flattery is another
great weakness. The husband who does not
coax and praise his Scorpio wife has not infre-
quently a very hard time of it. The education
of the male has been different, therefore they
are not always so exacting in small things, but
when their suspicion and jealousy are fully
aroused they want to kill, and sometimes do.
The habit of procrastination and indolence are !
very marked, and if not broken become verit-
able diseases. Those who have not learned
the higher law of love are often very unsatis-
factory and eccentric in their dealings with
their friends. - A friend is a splendid fellow as
long as he can be used, but when he no longer
contributes to their happiness and well-being,
he will be tossed aside with no more com-
punction than one would throw away a
squeezed lemon. Later, if they feel that the
assistance of the enemy is necessary, the bridge
will be rebuilt and used to the utmost. Scorpio
people have infinite tact in such matters, and

February 19 to March 21.

This is known as the Cusp,
and its nature and impulses partake of the sign the Sun has
just passed through and out from, and the native will also
partake of the attributes of the sign of the Zodiac the Moon
is located in at the time of birth. This is called the Meta-
physical Sign of Understanding.

THESE people have a deep, hidden love-na-
ture, and are always anxious to give of their
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abundance to all who need. They are natural
lovers, and their realm is the kingdom of the‘
soul. They rarely look for dishonesty; on the
contrary, are prone to have too much confi-
dence in the words and promises of those they
love. They are very loyal to their friends, and
will defend them whether right or wrong. It
is almost impossible for the average Pisces
person to acknowledge a flaw in the person
cared for. These are the people who will deny
themselves the absolute comforts of life to
further the interests of relative or friend.
(These are also the people of quick attractions
and equally quick repulsions, though they are
generally too kind to let their aversions be
seen. They are very fond of beautiful things
in nature and art, and among them are to be
found excellent art critics, artists, and writers.t
They have a limpid purity of style when prop-
erly educated, that resembles the clear, blue,
shimmering water which is their native ele-
ment. When writing, they have always an,
eye to the placidly picturesque.
These Pisces people are also very magnetic,
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and some splendid healers are to be found
among them. Their gift seems to be the pecu-
liar and sacred one of laying on of hands. In
this beautiful work their great desire to help
often causes them to give too much, and con-
sequently to deplete and injure themselves.

FAULTS.

Worry, anxiety, and diseased imagination
are the most formidable faults of this sign.

Some of these people beat their hearts out
with imagining fears, and are constantly ex-
pecting accidents and unpleasant tidings. This
anxiety makes them prematurely old. Many
an active and earnest business man has taken
his own life because of his gloomy forebodings
of failure, and afterwards those fears were
found to have been groundless. Pisces men,
probably on account of their training and edu-
cation, are more careful and methodical in their
daily habits than Pisces women, although just
as restless. The women are wavering and un-
certain in all their actions. They lose their-
belongings, and mislay those of other people.
They drop things and forget to pick them up,
and sometimes are so superlatively careless in
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all household matters that even their sweet
and helpful dispositions cannot make up for the
trouble they create in a well-ordered household.
These are the pepole who kick up mats and
rugs, and never seem aware that they do not
leave things exactly as they found them.
There is a peculiar obstinacy in the Pisces
character, which sometimes becomes a most
formidable element to deal with, and really
seems inexplicable, but it is easily explained.

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satisfaction are the general results of such
marriages.

The domestic relations between Pisces and
Gemini people are sometimes very harmonious,
but Pisces and Libra people, and Pisces and
Sagittarius people should not marry unless
they have learned to conquer their faults.
Those born under Libra are not happy in giv-
ing reasons, and those born under Sagittarius
will give only such responses as suit them-
selves, and which are never satisfying to the
Pisces mind.

GOVERNMENT OF CHILDREN.

Many precocious little ones are born in this
sign, and the average child is sensible, affable,
kind-hearted, and exceedingly sensitive. Even
in early childhood they do not like to be de-
pendent upon others, and illustrate one of the
chief weaknesses of the sign in the endeavor
to give away all they possess. This ftrait,
sweet and praiseworthy as it seems to the fond
parent, is one to be very carefully dealt with,
as it frequently develops into dishonesty. If
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a Pisces child is not early restrained from such
prodigality, he will deceive his guardians, and
sometimes take things that do not belong to
him, to gratify this inordinate desire.

It is well to see that these children have a
regular allowance, which is to cover certain
clearly indicated expenses, as their future use-
fulness will be seriously impaired if they are
not made to understand the value of money.
They must be taught that an acknowledgment
of their faults or their disobedience is some-
thing to be proud of, instead of something to
be ashamed of. They should be treated with
steady kindness, but they should be made to
feel the responsibility of their tasks and studies.
Too much attention cannot be directed to the
formation of neat and tidy habits, and a re-
spect for other people’s things. If they kick
up a rug, they should be made to straighten it.
If they lose or mislay their belongings, they
should be expected to find them without assist-
ance, or to go without them.

Every possible care should be given to the
development of the will power of these chil-
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dren. They sometimes show a peculiar ob-
stinacy, which is mistaken for will, and which
the parents foolishly talk of breaking. One
might better break the neck of a Pisces child
than attempt to break his will. His stubborn-
ness is usually the result of shame, which owes
its origin to real delicacy and sensitiveness,
and which has been brought to the front by a
mistake in government. These children should
be led to think and to decide things for them-
selves by means of principles which they are
exceedingly quick to understand if properly
trained.

The governing planets are Jupiter and
Neptune. The gems are chrysolite, pink-shell
and moonstone. The astral colors are white,
pink, emerald-green and black.
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CHAPTER XX.

En Egplanation.

In the application to our friends and ac-
quaintances of the traits of character as ex-
pressed in the signs of the Zodiac, we shall oc-
casionally be confronted with some one born
perhaps squarely under a sign who does not
appear to possess the qualities which belong to
it. Perhaps the person will utterly disclaim
the characteristics, especially the faults. This
is not an uncommon occurrence, because the
individual who is willing to admit his moral
and spiritual overdoings and shortcomings
is still rare enough to be called an anomaly.
Sometimes, however, there is a real discrep-
ancy between the alleged qualities and those
possessed in reality. At such times it should
be remembered that there are instances where
some of the qualities of each sign in the trip-
licity seem to be represented by one person.
One born under Taurus, for instance, may have

some of the traits belonging to Virgo and Cap-
ricorn, and this is equally true of every trip-
licity. But the careful observer will soon
find that the characteristics of the domains are
unfailing.

There is as much difference, for example,
between the people born in the domains of fire
and water as there is between fire and water;
as much difference between the people who
come under the air and earth triplicities as
between air and earth. A little study will
make these facts plain to every investigator.

When a planet or planets are strong at the
time of birth, the characteristics of the signs
are sometimes modified. Thus Saturn, being
strong at the native’s birth, may have much
power over the Air Triplicity; Jupiter, being
strong, would have the same effect upon the
Fire Triplicity ; Mars, being strong, would af-
fect the Water Triplicity; Venus, being strong,
would influence the Earth Triplicity. Then,
again, those people who are brilliant in intel-
lect and quick of impulse would be marked if

the planet Uranus was strong, as he governs
123

the thinking and intellectual principle in man,
being at home on his throne in Aquarius, which
is the spiritual pole of the Air Triplicity; in
fact, he exerts a marked influence upon all Air
people. Again, Neptune, who is so little
known, when powerful or in conjunction with
powerful planets, wields a strong power over
those born under Aries and Pisces, the Head
and Feet of the Grand Man. This planet gov-
erns the spiritual life and the invisible physi-
ology of man, and is at home in either of these
signs.

The ancient philosophers had seven planets
and the Zodiac upon which to base their calcula-*
tions, Uranus and Neptune being unknown.
Their judgment of character by these signs was
phenomenally correct. ¢ Everything elsein the
universe may lie,” those wise men used to say, .
“but the Zodiac always tells the truth.”

“If ye be led by the Spirit, ye are not under
the Law.”
It is the purpose of this book to teach that
spirit is absolute, and that solar and planetary
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action can have no power over the spiritual
man. ‘“He is born a natural body, he is raised
a spiritual body ”—not after death, but NOW.

The progressive student will soon find that
his power depends upon the harmonious de-
velopment of his natural genius, and the estab-
lishment of true polarity. He will live each
day a willing server, his mind ever fixed on the
boundless opulence of nature, able to look
steadfastly through nature up to nature’s God.



THE CUSP OF ARIES-TAURUS,

ArriL 19TH TO 25TH.

Prrsons born on either of these six days will show
unusual strength in all mental directions. They are
not always physically robust, but have a very wiry,
tenacious nature, which seems to meet all emergen-
cies. They are sometimes called “the children of the
four horns,” on account of their invincible determi-
nation to win.
